TORONTO, ON, March 22, 2007--Following the smashing success of the Bata Shoe Museum Greek Night in October 2006, Diaspora Nostrum is preparing a night of comedy, theatre, song, food, drink and dance in the intimate 'cabaret' setting of the "Groundhog Pub" in downtown Toronto. The star of the night is radio personality, actor, singer, songwriter, playwright, producer, and comedian: Harry Sideropoulos. This will be the native Greek-South African's debut performance in Toronto.  The event is called ‘piretos’- the Greek word for ‘fever’ because it promises to make your temperature rise in excitement and laughter, and Sideropoulos will perform his own version of the classic song ‘Fever’.

The programme will feature Harry doing his own brand of comic theatre, including an excerpt from his hit one-man comedy show named No Sugar, Canderel Please  (sold out for five seasons in Johannesburg).  Other comic segments will be presented by Diaspora Nostrum members and guest comedians.  The audience will then be invited to dance into the wee hours of the night.
Harry originally made his name is Johannesburg as the “throaty voice” of 94.7 Highveld Stereo’s Rude Awakening breakfast show.  He then went on to become 

one of South Africa’s youngest and most successful Theatre Producers and performers whose credits include the original smash hit musical, Big Band Blast (sold out for three seasons and garnered 5 Naledi Theatre Award), Songs from the Mediterranean, No Sugar, Canderel Please, and the show My Favourite Swings which was inspired by the release of his debut swing album CD of the same name. He is currently working on his second CD with the working title, Three Minutes Past Love, which features collaboration with Toronto Jazz singer Rita di Ghent.

Sideropoulos can currently be seen in Johannesburg in the Broadway musical The Buddy Holly Story.  He will also be performing the role of Edna Turnblad in the musical HAIRSPRAY in October at the new Lyric Theatre, Johannesburg, that has been built especially for this production. The musical will premiere in South Africa off the back of the movie release with John Travolta and Queen Latifa in June, 2007.
